“A Cuban in Exile”

| was born in Cuba, and lived there until
| was twenty years of age. My future in
that precious island was short-lived due
to the imposition of Communist ideas
and principles. Many people ask how
Cubans can live under a dictatorship for
50 long. This question has multiple
answers, but one of the most
devastating truths is that it is difficult to
trust anyone. One must comply with the
system or face possible imprisonment,
as thousands of families have realized.
Freedom of speech is not an option;
survival depends on keeping silent.
Thus, | could not continue living in my
homeland.

Unfortunately, as a young boy, | did not
know my father, who because of the
political circumstances, migrated to the
United States in the '80s through “El
Mariel.” After becoming an American
citizen in 1993, he filed for me; and in
1995, | was reunited with father, which
unfortunately meant leaving my mother
and family members behind.

So, here | am in the United States, the

“land of the opportunities!” My life in
this new land was based in Westchester
County, and | soon learned that survival
here was not easy either, but through
hard work | could make it—and
financially help my mother and family
back home.

| worked as a housekeeper, first at
McDonald’s, and later in a private

hospital, and advanced myself by

attending Westchester Community
College.

First came the stumbling block of
language. | began my studies in English
as a Second Language, and later
graduated with my associate’s degree in
liberal arts, math, and science. |
transferred to a four-year college to
pursue a nursing degree, but after a
second semester, | failed a nursing
class. My world fell apart. | was required
to wait a whole year to resume my
studies. | could not afford to delay my
education; there were too many things
at stake: my mother, my financial aid,
my career.

Through my depression, | looked back
to my past and realized all those
obstacles | had to face, and all the time
| had to fight to survive. It was this
realization that gave me the strength
and resilience to stand up, shake off the
disappointment, and move on. | then
transferred to the Adelphi University
School of Nursing. | was eager to finish

my goal. And my acceptance to Adelphi
was smooth and encouraging. | was
accepted quickly, and most of my
credits transferred.

How fo Make the Most of “On-The-Spoft”’ Admissions Visits

at Your Campus:

Allow plenty of time. Because an admission decision involves

careful review of your application and evaluation of your
transcripts, the process takes a few minutes.

Complete your application ahead of time and bring it with
you. The transfer counseling office at your college probably
has Adelphi applications on file. If not, you can print one
from our Web site at www.adelphi.edu. While we bring
plenty of blank applications with us to the event, we may be
able to serve you more quickly if you come with a completed
application in hand.

Bring your transcripts with you. You will need copies from all
colleges previously attended. Unofficial transcripts are fine
for now, but please make sure they have grades, course
numbers, and course titles. What looks like an unofficial
transcript may actually be an advising sheet and may not
have all the information we need.

We will need to keep your transcripts for your file in order to
offer you an admission decision. If you need to keep a copy
and you only have one, please make a photocopy before
Yyou come.

Some majors such as social work and art require formal
interviews, portfolios, or auditions, and as a result we are
unable to offer on-the-spot admission for these majors. We
still welcome prospective students in these majors to attend
our events, and we will be pleased to receive your
application, waive your application fee, and evaluate your
transcripts.

Symposium at Adelphi

Last May, Adelphi’s Honors College and the University's
Chapter of Amnesty International sponsored, via satellite, a
live discussion between Iranian and American students.

School of Business Undergraduate Team Ranks First

Among 530 Teams from Across the U.S.

During the spring 2003 semester, Professor Joseph Sheldrick’s
Business Policy class participated in the Foundation Business
Simulation, an online competition sponscored by Management
Simulations, Inc. Adelphi uses this national competition of 530
business programs as the capstone course for undergraduate
business students. Through this program, students
demonstrate their understanding of business principles through
case analyses and business simulations.

Associate Dean Rakesh Gupta explained that during
Foundations, teams managed electronics manufacturing
companies over eight simulated years and competed against
each other on a variety of performance criteria—revenue, profit,
stock price, etc. Students analyzed Research and
Development, Human Resources, Marketing, Production, and
Finance and made appropriate decisions.

Of the 530 teams, Adelphi’s team of Zachary Haller, Andrea
Parker (transfer from Nassau Community College), and Laura
Sciacca (transfer from Southampton College) came in first as
measured by profit in the eighth year. Led by Professor

Sheldrick, the company made $82.4 million in profits; the
average profit of the 530 teams was only $13.3 million. The
team also came in second in cumulative profit over 8 years
($235.6 million). Their firm's stock price was the third highest of
all the teams.

Another of Professor Sheldrick’s teams—Linda Cangro and
Brian Cosgrove (both transfers from Nassau Community
College), Mike Loesch, and Steve Terrana— came in third as
measured by Return on Sales (ROS) in the eighth year.

After the end of the semester Mike Loesch competed by
himself against 423 teams in an accelerated one-week
Foundation challenge, where he came in sixth place!

Peer Counseling at Adelphi—
Assistance Available to Transfer Students

College students often find themselves
under an enormous amount of personal
and academic pressure and in need of
support. As a result, more and more
universities are trying to research and
implement ways to creatively support
their student body. When struggling
with personal issues and conflicts,
students may be concerned about
confidentiality and have trouble
reaching out to professional staff. It is
for these reasons that Adelphi
University has created the Peer
Counseling Center and Hotline.

After intensive interviews, training, and
outreach, 16 peer counselors and three
supervisors under the direction of
Coordinator Nicole Aplezis opened the
Peer Counseling Center in November
of 2002. Located within the Student
Counseling Center, the Center has
three phone lines and a private office
available for students who want to
either call anonymously, or walk in and
get face-to-face help.

Each night the Peer Counseling Center
is staffed by the coordinator, a
supervisor, and two or three peer
counselors who are ready to help.
When classes are in session, the center
is open Monday through Friday

7:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.

We anticipate that students will be
contacting peer counselors looking for
help with relationship issues, anxiety,

depression, stress, adjustment to
college and academic issues,
substance abuse problems, family
conflict, grief and bereavement issues,
sexuality issues, eating disorders, and
cultural issues, among others.

In addition to these issues, it is
important for peer counselors to
understand the needs of transfer
students. Groups of incoming freshmen
have an extensive orientation affording
them the opportunity to bond with
their freshman cohort and the campus
environment for four days. When
transfer students enter, especially if
they are commuters, it is harder to
feel attached to the campus and to
their peers.

Not only are peer counselors equipped
and trained to deal with the issues a
transfer student may face, but some of
the peer counselors themselves have
dealt with this issue. Four of our peer
counselors, Tom Hamman, Gina
Esposito, Karra Bernstein, and Maria
Tzidavis are transfer students. After
completing a peer counseling and
crisis intervention academic course
given by the psychology department,
attending an extensive in-house
training program, listening to weekly
outside speakers together, and going
on a three-day training weekend, our
commuter and transfer peers feel very
conhnected to the Adelphi University
campus. This educational experience

has given them the opportunity to
alleviate some of the detachment
and isolation a transfer student can
experience.

Another Commissioner’s Cup for Adelphi!

Adelphi University proved once again
1o be the top athletic program in the
New York Collegiate Athletic
Conference (NYCAC) capturing its
third straight Commissioner's Cup for
2002-03.

“To be involved in such a competitive
conference and come out on top
speaks highly of our program,” said

Adelphi Director of Athletics Robert E.
Hartwell. “To finish in the top four in 15
of 17 NYCAC events shows how
competitive Adelphi’'s programs are.”

This marks Adelphi’s fifth NYCAC
Commissioner's Cup since the award
was established in 1994, The only other
programs to take the top honor are
Dowling College in 1998 and 2000 and

former NYCAC member the College of
St. Rose in 1995 and 1996.

The Commissioner’'s Cup recognizes
the conference’s most ocutstanding
overall athletic program. Points are
awarded based on sport sponsorship
in addition to overall
excellence.

Women’s Cross-Country

In an almost repeat performance of
2001, the Adelphi women’s cross-
country team advanced to its second
straight NCAA Division Il Championship
after finishing second at the NCAA
Division | New England Regionals.
Freshman Stephanie Henderson was
the top runner for the Panthers,
capturing the NYCAC championships
and helping her team to its third
straight title. Junior Alethia Ali,
sophomores Katie DiPietro and Jessica
Lee, and senior Nancy Xavier also
earned NYCAC first team all-
conference honors, placing in the top
seven at the conference
championships. Henderson came on
strong in the second half of the
season, finishing first for the Panthers
in four of nine meets including a fifth
place finish at the New England
Regionals and placing 83rd out of 186
competitors at the NCAA
Championships. Ali and DiPietro, along
with Henderson, were also named to
NCAA New England Region team for
finishing in the top 15.

Women’s Soccer (17-2-2)
The number ten nationally ranked
Adelphi women'’s soccer team posted

its most successful season in five
years, claiming its first NCAA Division Il
Northeast Regional title since 1997.
The Panthers (17-2-2) upset number
one regional seed Lock Haven, 3-1 in
penalty kicks, to advance to the NCAA
Division Il Women’s Soccer
Championship quarterfinals, before
falling to humber four nationally ranked
Franklin Pierce, 2-1, at Stiles Field.
Adelphi also finished the season
ranked first in the NYCAC with a 10-0-
1 record, claiming its second
conference title in as many years.
Sophomore forward Josephine Coiro,
junior midfielder Luciana Pace, and
sophomore defenders Josefa Pace and
Dina Cali each received NYCAC First-
Team all-conference honors. Coiro also
led the team in scoring for the second
consecutive year with 18 goals and six
assists for 42 points. Luciana Pace had
a breakout season, finishing second
with 13 goals and four assists for 30
points. Junior goalkeeper Andrea
Fasano led the NYCAC in goaltending
with a .910 save percentage and a 0.51
goals against average. The Panthers
chances for a repeat NCAA bid look
promising as the team of sophomores
and juniors looks to return all 11
starters in 2003.

Women'’s Tennis (10-2, 8-1 NYCAC)
The Adelphi women'’s tennis team
posted their most successful
conference finish in school history. The
Panthers finished second overall in the
NYCAC, advancing to its first ever
team championships. In all, Adelphi
took home three individual titles. The
team of juniors Rosi Bartovska and
Tashi Sharma won the number one
doubles match. On the season, the
team of Bartovska and Sharma
recorded an impressive 13-1 doubles
record and 10-0 NYCAC record.
Sharma (14-3) was also victorious in
the number two singles, for her third
NYCAC title. In 2000 and 2001 she
won back-to-back number three
singles titles. Bartovska (11-4), named
NYCAC Rookie of the Year, also
advanced to the finals of the number
one singles. Sophomore Rebecca
Gnessin (11-1) was instrumental to the
Panthers success, capturing the
number five singles title.

Women’s Basketball (18-11)

Under first-year head coach Kelley Watts, the Panthers
entered the 2002-03 season ranked 25th in the ESPN
coaches poll. After a bumpy start, Adelphi won 13 of its final
17 regular season games to enter the NYCAC Tournament
ranked fourth. The Panthers were also selected to compete in
post-season play at the ECAC Tournament. Junior guard
Jaime Douglas, a two-time NYCAC Player of the Week, was
named second-team all-conference.

Men'’s Basketball (22-9)
With the loss of three starters and three-time NYCAC Coach
of the Year Jim Ferry, many expected a tough season for the

school’s fourth, and the Panthers ninth straight trip to the
NCAA Tournament. The first two months were a challenge for
the team that sported an 8-7 record through January. Then
the Panthers found their way, finishing the season with a 14-2
record. Senior forward Wayne Nelson led the team in points
and rebounds and was named first-team all-conference and
NYCAC Tournament MVP.

Women’s Lacrosse (9-2)

to C.W. Post in the final game of the
regular season. AU bounced back and
captured its first-ever ECAC title,
defeating Philadelphia University.

Men'’s Lacrosse (9-2)

Adelphi finished second in the NYCAC
this season to eventual Division Il
National Champions, NYIT. The
Panthers were led by freshman Wesley
Green. For the second straight year,
Adelphi University senior David Toy
(Perth, Australia) was named the United
States Intercollegiate Lacrosse
Association (USILA) Division |l
Outstanding Midfielder of the Year.
Four other Panther players also earned
All-American honors. Senior attack
Tyler Heavenor was named to the
second-team, while junior defender
Brian Hahn, junior midfielder Matt
Schomburg and freshman attacker
Wesley Green received honorable
mentions.

Softball (35-17)

The Panthers advanced to their first
NCAA tournament since 2000 and only
the team’s second ever appearance at
the Division Il level under head coach
Kate Whalen. Picked as the number
four seed, Adelphi advanced to the
semi-finals before falling to C.W. Post,

finished third overall. Sophomores
Tonia Trapani and Ashley Spreer along
with senior Katie Omilak were named
to the All-Tournament team. In
addition, four members were named to
the Louisville Slugger/NFCA Division Il
All-Region Team. Senior catcher

Men'’s Tennis (10-8)
